The Stash Your Trash Program targets
trash on Missouri streams by providing
litter bags to Missouri’s float outfitters. In
2018, 145 float outfitters throughout the
state participated in the Stash Your Trash
Program, 100 of which offered discounts

to Stream Team volunteers in the Stream
Team Float Outfitters Discount Directory.
More than 318,000 red mesh bags were
provided to livery business owners

to distribute to the public, preventing
countless tons of trash from entering
Missouri’s recreational waterways. More
than 31,000 red and green mesh bags and
over 4,900 blue poly bags were provided
to Stream Teams in their cleanup efforts.
