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019 marked the 30th Anniversary

of the Stream Team Program and

over 2.8 million hours dontated by
our dedicated volunteers around the state
in spite of rising flood waters again this
year. We added 197 new Teams in 2019
bringing the total number of Teams to
over 6000, of which nearly 4800 are still
active. Here is a look at some of the other
highlights from last year:

The Stash Your Trash Program targets
trash on Missouri streams by providing
litter bags to Missouri’s float outfitters. In
2019, 145 float outfitters throughout the
state participated in the Stash Your Trash
Program, 100 of which offered discounts

to Stream Team volunteers in the Stream
Team Float Outfitters Discount Directory.
More than 314,000 red mesh bags were
provided to livery business owners

to distribute to the public, preventing
countless tons of trash from entering
Missouri’s recreational waterways. An
additional 32,000 red and green mesh
bags and over 5,000 blue poly bags were
provided to Stream Teams in their cleanup
efforts.
